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Art and Design

The Department of Art and Design offers
many exciting and creative opportunities
for students to nurture and expand their
artistic and design senses. Entering the 21st
century, the department provides a broad
range of experience that prepares its gradu-
ates for art and design related career oppor-
tunities and artistic endeavors. Students
study and produce works that include state-
of-the-art computer applications, concep-
tual art, graphic design, and interior design.
The department has fine arts as its core and
foundation, while offering areas of study
which allow for occupational preparation in
a variety of areas. The award-winning fac-
ulty is committed to the idea that a founda-
tion in the crafts of art and design is an
essential prerequisite to the production of
works that show sophistication both con-
ceptually and visually.

Studio Art. Students produce works which
encompass a wide range of visual expres-
sion, from figurative, abstract, narrative,
and mixed media, to leading edge concep-

tual and installation works. Experimenta-
tion is encouraged.

The history of art presents a platform for
students to examine, identify, and appreci-
ate the visual arts from prehistory to the
present. Art history students acquire an
understanding of great art works while de-
veloping critical thinking skills.

Graphic Design. Through a combination
of traditional drawing and rendering tech-
niques and state-of-the-art computer appli-
cations, the graphic design option prepares
students for careers in the graphics and
advertising fields, including graphic design,
advertising, publishing, film, and the his-
tory of graphic design.

Courses explore the many aspects of design,
typography, illustration, computer graph-
ics, Internet design, the history of graphic
design, and the professional practices com-
monplace in the field.

Interior Design. The B.A. in Interior De-
sign allows students many unique opportu-
nities in the field of design. The interior
design major is accredited by the Founda-
tion for Interior Design Research (FIDER).
Students use advanced computer-aided-de-
sign (CAD) and animation programs as well
as traditional methods in developing so-
phisticated design solutions for a variety of
architectural projects. Interior design stu-
dents gain an excellent foundation in sub-
jects such as color theory, space planning,
presentation techniques, rendering, draw-
ing, building systems and codes, and mate-
rial and design for special populations. (In-
ternship opportunities are available.)

Faculty and Facilities

The faculty of the department offer diverse,
skilled, and professional approaches to art
and design education. The methods of teach-
ing reflect distinctive yet complementary
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ways and means of introducing their disci-
plines while guiding students through the
program with a sense of dedication and
commitment to the education of artists,
designers, and scholars.

The facilities of the department not only
include the requisite studios, state-of-the-
art computer labs, and support facilities,
but also include an art gallery and a lecture
hall in an award-winning contemporary art
building complex.

Graduate Program

The Master of Arts in Art provides the
opportunity for highly motivated art and
design students to pursue study at an ad-
vanced level and attain a level of accom-
plishment in the visual arts and design. The
graduate program emphasizes self-direction
and focus within a specific area. The pro-
gram builds upon the equivalent of the
undergraduate major in art at California
State University, Fresno. The program pro-
vides specifically for certain areas of interest:
art education, crafts, computer art, interior
design, drawing, painting, ceramics, pho-
tography, sculpture, art history, and theory.
With prior approval, programs with mul-
tiple concentrations may be arranged. For
specific requirements, consult the depart-
mental graduate program director. For gen-
eral requirements, see Division of Graduate
Studies.

The Master of Arts degree program in Art
assumes preparation equivalent to the un-
dergraduate major in art at California State
University, Fresno. Applicants must first
complete university requirements for ad-
mission to the Division of Graduate Stud-
ies, including the Graduate Record Exami-
nation Aptitude Test. Applicants must also
pass the Department of Art and Design
Classified Standing Screening Review.

(See also Admission to Graduate Standing,
Advancement to Candidacy, Program Require-
ments, and Criteria for Thesis and Project.)

Graduate courses in art are open to holders
of the B.A. degree in Art who have been
conditionally classified by the Department
of Art and Design. Interior Design majors
must meet an art major undergraduate
equivalency specific to their area. All other
majors must meet a standard art major
undergraduate equivalency.

Second-semester seniors in the undergradu-
ate art program may also enroll in 200-series
coursework in art subject to the approval of
the instructor.

For art history areas, ART 230 and addi-
tional units (3-9) in ART 260 are specifi-
cally recommended.

Classified Standing. Concurrently with the
departmental review and evaluation for clas-
sified standing, the student will submit a
tentative program outline for approval by
the screening committee.

Graduate Writing Skills Requirement. Be-
fore advancing to candidacy, the student
must have completed the graduate writing
requirement. This s satisfied by completing
at least one semester of ART 230 or 260.
Please note that the prerequisites for these
courses may change according to the subject
covered. Admission to the course is by per-
mission of instructor.

Advancement to Candidacy. Prior to the
completion of 20 units of the proposed
program, the student will review the pro-
gram of courses with an adviser from the
selected area of concentration.
