 COURSE DESCRIPTION:

Participants in this travel study program will examine The Netherlands’ criminal justice system, culture, and history. Special emphasis will deal with the psychology of penal institutions, role of treatment in offender rehabilitation, incarceration and punishment of adults and juveniles, drug enforcement, and the administration of the law.  Site visits and lectures from Dutch officials will illuminate comparisons between corrections, courts, and law enforcement systems in The Netherlands and the United States.

Roundtrip coach ticket airfare from Los Angeles, CA to Amsterdam via KLM round trip coach ticket. Roundtrip transfers from Schiphol Airport to Amsterdam-Memphis Hotel, hotel accommodations at the Amsterdam-Memphis Hotel for 6 nights (double occupancy), porterage for 1 bag, taxes and service charges, breakfast daily, half-day city tour of Amsterdam, English-speaking guide, and tuition for 1 unit of credit at CSUF is also included in the fee.
