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The Community Service 1 (Com S 1) - Community Service-Learning courseis designed to give
students the opportunity to receive academic credit in exchange for volunteer service. Through
community service-learning you can significantly enhance your personal, professional and academic
devel opment, while contributing to the community in which you live. Since there are hundreds of
nonprofit agencies available, you can choose the organization that best fits your needs, interests and
schedule.

Students will meet for approximately one hour each week throughout the semester. In-class reading
and writing assignments may be required along with afinal paper and/or project. Gradingisona
Credit/Non Credit basis only. A sample course syllabus can be found on the SCS website at
http://www.csufresno.edu/scs. The following are the total service hoursrequired for Com S 1.

1 unit = 15 hours + weekly class meeting
2 units = 30 hours + weekly class meeting
3 units = 60 hours + weekly class meeting
