Dr. Lager specializes in research on Mathematics instruction, curricula, and assessment for English 
learners. He has experience teaching mathematics to middle and high school English learners (ELs) in 
both English and Spanish in the Los Angeles Unified School District. He helped develop, facilitate, and 
evaluate the English Language Development – Mathematics Content (ELD-MC) institute, used by the 
California Mathematics Projects. His dissertation focus is on exploring the language-mathematics 
interactions that typically hinder middle school ELs responding to developmental algebraic tasks 
involving a linear function. In Fall 2004, he came to UC Santa Barbara to do and share further research. 

Dr. Lager’s article [Lager, C.A. (2006). Types of mathematics-reading interactions that unnecessarily 
hinder algebra learning and assessment. Reading Psychology , 27(2-3), 165-204.] was used as part of 
the collection of research by the National Mathematics Panel and focused on by the California Algebra 
Forum in it’s efforts to follow the progress of the Panel.
