Activists in Maine have twice passed a statewide nondiscrimination bill. The first - passed in 1997 - was repealed by a 1998 ballot measure. The
second - passed in 2000 - automatically put the measure up for a public vote for ratification. On Nov. 7, 2000, Maine voters defeated the ballot
initiative invalidating the measure.
